Kickoff
against Notre Dame is scheduled for 11 a.m. PT (12 p.m. in El Paso). The game will be held
at Sun Bowl Stadium.

4 The game will air live on CBS. Brad Nessler (play-by-
play), Gary Danielson (analyst) and Jenny Dell (sideline)
will call the action.

4 The game will air live on the Beaver Sports Radio Net-
work. For a list of affiliates, turn to page two of these notes.
4 Every game this season can be heard live on the Var-
sity Network, a free application available via computer
browsers, smartphones and tablets. After downloading
the application, search for Oregon State.

4 The game will also air on Bowl Season Radio. Dave Hun-
ziker (play-by-play), Justin Fuente (analyst) and Rachel
Phillips (sideline) will be on the call.

4 Oregon State is making its 20th all-time bowl appearance, going 12-7 in its previous 19.
4 The Beavers are meeting the Fighting Irish for the third time, following victories in the
2001 Fiesta Bowl and 2004 Insight Bowl.

4 0SUis appearing on CBS for the second time this season, following the season opener
Sept. 3 at San Jose State. Prior to this season, the Beavers had only appeared on CBS in
the 2006 and 2008 Sun Bowils.

4 The Sun Bowl marks one of 10 bowl games to feature two teams ranked in the top 25
of the CFP. It’'s one of three not played as a New Year’s 6 or CFP game.

4 Oregon State is the visiting team in the neutral-site matchup.

4 Oregon State is playing in its 20th bowl
game all-time, and third consecutive dating
back to the 2021 season.

4 0SUis 12-7 all-time in bowl games.

4 It's the first time the Beavers have played
inthree straight since OSU went to the post-
season four consecutive times from 2006
to 2009.

4 Oregon State won five consecutive bowl
games from 2003 to 2008. The Beavers
are now looking to win back-to-back bowl
games for the first time since that stretch.
4 Thirteen of the Beavers’ 19 bowl| appear-
ances have come since the 1999 season.
Oregon State is 8-5 in bowl games since
1999.

4 Oregon State has scored first in each of
its last six bowl games, going 3-3.

4 Derek Anderson holds the Oregon State
single-game record with 358 pass yards
against Notre Dame in 2004 Insight Bowl.
4 Yvenson Bernard holds the OSU record
with 177 rush yards against Maryland in the
2007 Emerald Bowl, while James Newson’s
165 receiving yards against Pittsburgh in
the 2002 Insight Bowl is the program’s
standard.

4 Kyrei Fisher-Morris is the lone Oregon
State defender to tally two double-digit
tackle efforts in a bowl game. He finished
with 10 against Utah State in the 2021 Los
Angeles Bowl, and followed that with 11 ver-
sus Florida in the 2022 Las Vegas Bowl.

30-3 Over Florida

4 Oregon State tallied 20 second-half
points and held Florida to a field goal with
less than a minute left to defeat the Gators,
30-3, at the 2022 Las Vegas Bowl.

4 Ben Gulbranson was named the bowl’s
MVP after completing 12-0f-19 passes for
165 yards. He also scored on a 7-yard rush in
the third quarter, and threw a 15-yard scor-
ing strike to Silas Bolden.

4 Deshaun Fenwick gained 107 yards on
the ground in the win.

4 0SU limited Florida to 219 yards of total
offense, the fewest by a Beaver bowl oppo-
nent since Pittsburgh netted 178 in 2008.

Versus Notre Dame

4 Oregon State’s matchup with Notre
Dame is the Beavers’ third all-time, and OSU
holds the series lead, 2-0. 0SU defeated the
Fighting Irish, 41-9, in the 2001 Fiesta Bowl,
and then 38-21in the 2004 Insight Bowl.

4 Oregon State was ranked fifth heading in
the 2001 matchup, while Notre Dame was
10th. Neither team was ranked heading into
the 2004 game.

4 Derek Anderson passed for 358 yards
and four touchdowns in the 2004 victo-
ry. Mike Hass caught five of Anderson’s 28
completions for 105 yards and a score while
Joe Newton made two touchdown recep-
tions. Trent Bray led OSU with 10 tackles in
the game, earning Defensive MVP honors.
4 Anderson’s 358 yards passing marks
0SU’s single-game record for a bowl game.
4 Chad Johnson totaled four catches for
93 yards while TJ Houshmandzadeh caught
six passes for 74 yards. 0OSU also held Notre
Dame to 237 total yards in the 41-9 win.

4 Matt Moore’s 356 passing yards in the
2006 Sun Bowl marks the seventh-most
ever in the game. He finished the 39-38 win
over Missouri completing 31-of-54 passes
for four touchdowns.

4 Moore’s four touchdowns are tied with
Oregon’s Justin Roper (2007).

4 The 54 pass attempts are tied for third-
most.

4 0SU passed for 24 first downs in that
game, the most ever at the bowl.

4 Joe Newton caught two touchdowns in
the game, and he is one of 18 players with at
least two in bowl’s history.

4 Johnny Hekker downed five punts inside
the 20 in 0SU’s 3-0 win in 2008. That’s tied
for the single-game record. His 10 punts
overall tie him for third on the list.

4 Sammie Stroughter’s 18-yards per punt
return in 2006 are second.

4 Victor Butler is also second in tackles for
loss after totaling five in the 2008 Sun Bowl.
He ended the game with four sacks, also
second, trailing only Reggie McKenzie’s 4.5
for Tennessee in 1984.

Bray Hired

4 Trent Bray, who has been on the Oregon
State coaching staff for nine seasons over
two stints, was hired as Oregon State’s
32nd head coach on Nov. 29.

4 Bray had spent the past two-and-a-half
seasons as the team’s defensive coordina-
tor. The Beavers went 20-9 during his ten-
ure as defensive coordinator.

4 Bray was hired as linebackers coach in
2018 until being promoted to defensive co-
ordinator in November 2021.

4 His first stint at Oregon State came from
2012-14, also coaching linebackers.

4 Bray served as linebackers coach at Ar-
izona State from 2009-11 and at Nebraska
from 2015-17.

4 Bray has been a Broyles Trophy nominee
twice; in 2016 at Nebraska and 2022 with
the Beavers.

4 He was a standout linebacker for the
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Beavers, and is still ranked sixth all-time in
the program’s history with 337 tackles.

4 Bray will not coach during the bowl game,
instead choosing to focus on head coaching
duties for the 2024 season.

Hynson Named Interim

4 Kefense Hynson, who has also been on
the Oregon State staff for six seasons, will
serve as the team’s interim head coach,
earning that distinction on Nov. 25.

4 Hynson has coached wide received and
is was the team’s passing game coordinator
prior to being named interim head coach.

4 Hynson, who came to Corvallis in 2018,
has coached one of the Beavers’ top posi-
tion groups over the last six seasons. That
started with Isaiah Hodgins, who spent two
seasons with Hynson, and who was a 2019
Biletnikoff watch list selection. Hodgins
finished his OSU career second with 20 re-
ceiving touchdowns, sixth with 176 recep-
tions and seventh for yards at 2,322.

4 Following Hodgins, Hynson helped Trev-
on Bradford into the Oregon State record
books. Bradford ended his Oregon State
career with 151 catches (10th at OSU) and
1,904 yards (also 10th).

4 Receivers have been named All-Pac-12
five times during Hynson’s tenure.

Bowl Game Staff

4 Interim head coach Kefense Hynson will
call the plays on offense while also working
with the tight ends. Jon Boyer, meanwhile,
will serve as offensive coordinator and will
coach the Beavers’ quarterbacks.

4 Former Beaver wideout Trevon Bradford
will coach the team’s wide receivers. Tor-
rey Gill will coach 0SU’s running backs and
Kayden Lyles takes over coaching on the of-
fensive line.

4 Anthony Perkins will take over as defen-
sive coordinator while still overseeing cor-
nerbacks.

4 Brandon Huppert takes over the line-
backers, and will be assisted by former
Beaver backer Avery Roberts. Keanu Yama-
moto, meanwhile, is set to coach the team’s
defensive line.

A4 Jake Cookus will coach the team’s safe-
ties. Cookus will still serve as 0SU’s special
teams coordinator. Michael Frisina will as-
sist on special teams.

Gulbranson Under Center

4 Ben Gulbranson returns back to a start-
ing role as quarterback for the Beavers. He
last played more than a handful of snaps in
the 2022 Las Vegas Bowl, where he was ul-
timately named the game’s Most Valuable
Player.

4 Gulbranson went 7-1 as the Beavers’
starting guarterback a year ago. He com-
pleted 121-0f-194 (62 percent) passes last
season, throwing for 1,455 yards and nine

touchdowns. He was named the Las Vegas
Bowl MVP after passing for 165 yards and a
touchdown. He also ran for 15 yards and a
score in Oregon State’s 30-3 win.

4 Gulbranson has appeared in one game
this season, completing his lone pass at-
tempt for 6 yards.

Winning Season

4 Oregon State has assured itself of a
winning overall record for the third consec-
utive season, a stretch last accomplished
when the Beavers posted four straight from
2006-09.

4 0SU also finished 5-4 in Pac-12 play, the
team’s third consecutive winning record in
conference play. That also last happened in
four straight from 2006-09.

On This Date

4 Oregon State has played on Dec. 29
twice, going 1-1.

4 The Beavers defeated Missouri, 39-38,
in the 2006 Sun Bowl, and lost a 31-27 deci-
sion to Texas in the 2012 Alamo Bowl.

4 0SUhasbeenextrastoutinhomegames,
allowing just 86 points - 14.3 per matchup
at Reser Stadium. Opponents, meanwhile,
have scored an average of 28.3 points per
game on the road.

4 The Beavers have been better against
FBS teams with winning records, holding
them to a 21.3 clip. Teams with losing re-
cords have averaged 24.2 points per game.

Fenwick Notes

4 Deshaun Fenwick heads into the Sun
Bowl set for his final game at the collegiate
level.

4 The senior has played in 34 games in
an Oregon State uniform, and enters the
matchup with 1,501 rush yards on 282 car-
ries. That’s an average of 5.3 yards per carry.
4 He’s scored 16 rushing touchdowns.

4 The Brandenton, Fla.,, native has also
caught 17 passes for 105 yards and two
touchdowns, both of which have come this
season.

4 Fenwick played three seasons for South
Carolina before transferring to Oregon
State, and tallied 523 yards and two touch-
downs on 97 carries with the Gamecocks.
Fenwick is one of 60 active players at the
FBS level with at least 2,000 rush yards,
and his 2,024 rank 55th. He is averaging
just under 5.4 yards per carry in his career.

All-Pac-12 Notes

4 Oregon State has now had four consec-
utive first-team selections at running back,
the longest streak in the conference since
USC went nine straight from 1973-81.

4 Damien Martinezis a back-to-back selec-
tion, the first Beaver since Jacquizz Rodgers
went three straight from 2008-10. Jermar
Jefferson (2020) and B.J. Baylor (2021) are
other Beavers who have been first-team se-
lections during that stretch.

4 Joshua Gray, meanwhile, was honored for
the fourth time during his career. He’s been
named a second-teamer in 2020, 2022 and
now 2023, and was honorable mention in
2021.

4 Silas Bolden is a back-to-back sec-

ond-teamer at return specialist.

4 Taliese Fuagamoved fromasecond-team
selection to first team this season.

4 Kitan Oladapo was a back-to-back honor-
able mention pick in 2021 and 2022, and is
second team this year.

4 Sione Lolohea also went from honorable
mention in 2022 to second team this sea-
son.

4 Jesiah Irish is honorable mention for the
second time in his career, following 2020.
4 Martinez and Fuaga are first-team selec-
tions by both the coaches and the Associ-
ated Press.

4 Oladapo and Jake Levengood are first-
team honorees by the league’s coaches and
second-team by the AP.

4 Tanner Miller is first team by the AP and
second by the Pac-12’s coaches.

Academic All-Region

4 Five Beavers were named Academic
All-Region by the College Sports Communi-
catiors earlier in December.

4 Josh Green, Isaac Hodgins, Jake Reichle,
Riley Sharp and Cory Stover were all recog-
nized.

4 To be eligible for the honor, student-ath-
letes must maintain at least a 3.5 cumula-
tive grade point average and play in at least
90 percent of his team’s games or startin at
least 60 percent.

4 All five are eligible to be selected as Ac-
ademic All-Americans. Those selections will
be announced in January.

Less=Them, More=Us

4 Oregon State has held opponents to just
48 runs of 10 or more yards, and 11 of 20 or
more. That’'s among the best in the Pac-12.
4 Conversely, on offense, the Beavers have
tallied 73 carries of 10 or more yards - third
in the Pac-12 - with 18 going going 20 or
more. Damien Martinez leads the league
with 39 carries of 10 or more yards, which
places him in the top-15 nationally. He also
has nine of 20 or more yards.

Bowl Eligible
4 Oregon State’s 36-24 win over UCLA

made the Beavers the third team in the Pac-
12 to be bowl eligible this season.

4 The Oct. 14 date is the earliest on the cal-
endar the Beavers have ever been bowl eli-
gible. The previous date was Oct. 19 during
the 2013 season.

4 Oregon State became bowl eligible in the
month of October for the fifth time in pro-
gram history.

Oladapo To 46

4 Kitan Oladapo is set to play his final colle-
giate game at the Sun Bowl, and the Happy
Valley, Ore., native enters it as an All-Amer-
ican. One of the highest graded safeties
in the nation, he was named a First-Team
All-American by Pro Football Focus.

4 Oladapo has 63 tackles and two inter-
ceptions with nine pass breakups this sea-
son.

4 He enters the matchup with the Fighting
Irish at 237 tackles, 14.5 tackles for loss, 6.5
sacks, three interceptions, 26 pass break-
ups, two forced fumbles and a fumble recov-
ery for his career.

4 Oladapo has been recognized three
times by the Pac-12’s coaches, earning sec-
ond team in 2023 after honorahle mention
honors in 2021 and 2022. He’s also a two-
time AP All-Pac-12 First Teamer, earning the
honor in 2022 and 2023.

4 Oladapo is set to play in the 2024 Senior
Bowl on Feb. 3.

Fuaga’s All-American Honors

4 Taliese Fuaga has been named an
All-American by 11 organizations since the
end of the 2023 regular season.

4 He’s been selected first team by the
FWAA, ESPN, Phil Steele, CBS Sports and
Pro Football Focus.

4 Fuaga is also a Second-Team All-Ameri-
can by the the AFCA, The Sporting News, As-
sociated Press, Walter Camp, The Athletic
and USA Today.

4 |n addition, Fuaga is a finalist for the
Polynesian Player of the Year award.

4 He is the first Oregon State offensive
lineman to earn First-Team All-America hon-

ors since Andy Levitre in 2008.

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4 The junior, however, will not participate in
the bowl game, electing to prepare for the
2024 NFL Draft. He is looking to become the
first-ever OSU offensive lineman selected in
the first round.

Miller All-American

4 Tanner Miller, in addition to Taliese Fua-
ga and Kitan Oladapo, has been named an
All-American. He was selected as a sec-
ond-teamer by ESPN.

4 The honor is the first of his career.

4 Miller was also selected as an All-Pac-12
First-Team performer by the Associated
Press and a second-teamer by the league’s
coaches.

4 Miller is rated as the No. 9 overall offen-
sive lineman by Pro Football Focus, and No.
5 on run blocking.

Chatfield Jr. Looking For 10

4 Andrew Chatfield Jr. leads Oregon State
with nine sacks this season and is looking
to become the first Beaver in double digits
since Hamilcar Rashed Jr. tallied 14 in 2019.
4 Chatfield Jr. is third in the league. His 99
total sack yards are one shy of Utah’s Jonah
Elliss for the Pac-12 lead.

4 Nationally, he is tied for 17th for overall
sacks, and his 99 yards rank fourth.

Sack More

4 The Beavers have 36 sacks on the sea-
son, second-most in the Pac-12 trailing only
UCLA’s 41.

4 Oregon State is aiming to finish in the
top-five of the conference for sacks for the
first time since the 2019 Beavers were fifth
with 32. That was, since 2009, the only time
0SU has finished in the top five.

4 Oregon State last tallied 40 or more
sacks in 2007 when picking up 44.

On First

4 Oregon State is 11th nationally in allowing
just 587 yards on first down carries - 174 in
total - by opponents. The Beavers are allow-
ing an average of 3.37 yards per carry on
first.

4 Conversely, Oregon State has totaled
1,167 rush yards on first down this season,
an average of 5.56 per attempt. Oregon
State has tallied 42 first downs on first-
down carries.

Red Zone Excellence

4 Oregon State heads into bowl season
ranked second nationally with a 97.62 per-
cent success rate in the red zone. The Bea-
vers have converted on 41-of-42 opportuni-
ties.

4 That trails only Missouri, which is 54-for-
55 (98.18 percent).

4 Oregon State was the lastteaminthe na-
tion with a perfect red zone percentage, but
was 3-of-4 against Arizona.

4 The Beavers also have one of the highest
percentages of touchdowns in the red zone.
0SU has found the end zone in 33 of those
42 red-zone trips for a 78.57 rate. That
trails only Kansas State, which is 48-of-61
(78.69).

In The Rankings

4 Oregon State ended the regular season
ranked in every single Associated Press Top
25 and US LBM Coaches for the first time in
program history.

4 The Beavers, who were ranked as high as
10th by the AP this season, are 21st heading
into the bowl game. OSU is also ranked 22nd
inthe US LBM Coaches Poll.

4 The Beavers have given up just 43 since
the start of the 2021 season - a 38-game
stretch - which marks the third-fewest total
in the league. Washington has given up 41,
with Oregon No. 1 at 34.

4 Nationally, the Beavers have allowed the
ninth-fewest over that stretch.

4 Oregon State was ranked in every Col-
lege Football Playoff ranking this season.
0SU finished the regular season 19th per
the CFP.

4 The Beavers were ranked as high as No.
Minthe CFPR, in week 12. That marked Oregon
State’s highest ever in the CFP after debut-
ing during the 2022 season.

Passes Defended

4 Oregon State has tallied 61 passes de-
fended as a team this season, third-most
in the Pac-12 behind Washington (74) and
Oregon (69). That comes on the heels of
a 2022 season that saw OSU finish with a
Pac-12 best 71.

4 0SU has 24 interceptions over the past
two seasons, with three going for scores.

4 That was buoyed by four interceptions
against Stanford, the most by a Pac-12 team
this season. It was also the most by the Bea-
vers since finishing with six against Idaho
State in 2016.

4 Kitan Oladapo became the first Beaver
with two in a game since Treston Decoud
had two against the Bengals in that 2016
game. Oladapo is the first Beaver with two
in a league game since Rashad Reynolds in
2013 versus Washington State.

Completed Reser Stadium

4 Oregon State played its first game in the
Completed Reser Stadium Sept. 9 when
hosting UC Davis.

4 The $161 million project has made Reser
into a national best-in-class facility.

4 An anonymous donor made a historic

$50 million lead gift to transform Oregon
State University’s Reser Stadium into a
national best-in-class football facility with
year-round programs and facilities for all
0SU students, faculty and staff.

4 The project received approval by the 0SU
Board of Trustees Finance and Administra-
tion Committee on Jan. 28, 2021. The west
side of the stadium was imploded nearly a
year later in January 2022.

4 The project involved the complete dem-
olition and rebuilding of the west side of
Reser Stadium and the construction of year-
round university facilities, including a new
state-of-the art interactive welcome cen-
ter for new students considering attending
0SU; new health center facilities for Corval-
lis campus students; health care facilities
for OSU faculty and staff; and additional
meeting space for university students, fac-
ulty and staff.

4 Reser Stadium now features a 360-de-
gree stadium concourse and includes ex-
panded concessions and restroom facilities,
enhanced sightlines, accessihility improve-
ments and other fan amenities comparable
to the east side of Reser, which was renovat-
ed prior to the 2005 season.

Grads

4 Atotal of 19 Oregon State players earned
their degrees prior to the start of the 2023
season.

4 They are: Heneli Bloomfield (sociology),
Andrew Chatfield Jr. (sociology), Michael
Erhart (finance), Deshaun Fenwick (sociol-
ogy), Anthony Gould (business administra-
tion), Ben Gulbranson (public health), Ever-
ett Hayes (mechanical engineering), Isaac
Hodgins (speech communication), Jesiah
Irish (public health), Alton Julian (public
health), Jake Levengood (kinesilogy), John
McCartan (sociology), Rhewa Munyagi Jr.

4 The home of the Beavers has had over

after a personal seven-figure gift by Al and
Pat Reser of Beaverton, Ore.

4 The Valley Footbhall Center, which houses
the coaching staff’s offices and the team’s
locker room, underwent an enhancement
that was completed in the summer of 2020.
It included new graphics to celebrate the
accomplishments of Beaver football alumni
and a stronger presence highlighting bowl
victories.

4 A new videoboard, measuring 145 feet
high by 50 feet wide, was installed before
the start of the 2022 season. It measures
approximately 6,750 square feet and has
more than 6.3 million pixels.

4 As of Dec. 17,20 Beavers are in the NFL.
4 An Oregon State player has been an on
NFL Super Bowl roster for 10 consecutive
seasons. Most recently, Isaac Seumalo and
Noah Togiai were on the roster of the Phila-
delphia Eagles, who competed against Kan-
sas City in Super Bowl LVII.

Kefense Hynson
Interim Head Coach
6th Season at Oregon State

Kefense Hynson is in his sixth
season at Oregon State and will
serve as Oregon State’s Interim

Head Coach at the Tony The Tiger Sun Bowl.

Hynson, who has served as 0SU’s Wide Re-
ceivers Coach and Passing Game Coordinator,
came to Corvallis in 2018 and has overseen one of
Oregon State’s top position groups. That started
with Isaiah Hodgins, who spent two seasons with
Hynson, and who was a 2019 Biletnikoff watch list
selection. Hodgins finished his OSU career second
with 20 receiving touchdowns, sixth with 176 re-
ceptions and seventh for yards at 2,322.

Following Hodgins, Hynson helped Trevon
Bradford into the Oregon State record books.
Bradford ended his Oregon State career with 151
catches (10th at OSU) and 1,904 yards (also 10th).

Receivers have been named All-Pac-12 five
teams during Hynson’s tenure. That also includes
Tre’Shaun Harrison, whose collegiate career end-
ed with 1,147 yards, 29th for a career at OSU en-
tering the season. He was passed this season by
Anthony Gould, who has 1,360 yards to rank 20th
for a career. Silas Bolden, meanwhilge, is also in the
0SU record books, coming into the Sun Bowl 34th
with a 1,048 receiving yards.

He’s served six seasons as an offensive co-
ordinator at the collegiate level, and participated
in the 2020 and 2021 NFL Quarterback Coaching
Summit, which is designed to give coaches from
the NFL and NCAA experience, professional de-
velopment and networking opportunities with NFL
club executives.

Hynson coached wide receivers at Hawai’i
for two seasons prior to Oregon State. He’s also
coached at Norfolk State, Montana, Yale, Western
Washington, Minnesota-Mankato and Willamette
while also serving as the director of operations at
Boise State.

A native of Oakland, Calif., he will return to the
Oregon State coaching staff as wide receivers
coach and passing game coordinator under head
coach Trent Bray.

Kyrei Fisher led the Beavers with 10 tackles, followed by
Omar Speights with nine. Jaydon Grant and Keonte Schad
had eight tackles apiece.

Akili Arnold and Kitan Oladapo both came up with inter-
ceptions in the contest.

Oregon State struck early, finding the endzone after just
three offensive plays, capping a 52-second drive with a 20-
yard Jesiah Irish touchdown. Arnold came up with an inter-
ception later in the first quarter, as the Beavers ended the
period in front 7-0.

Utah State leveled the scored with a touchdown early in
the second, before Everett Hayes put the Beavers back on
top with a 37-yard field goal. The Aggies tacked on another
touchdown to head to the intermission in front 14-10.

USU extended the advantage to 14 in the third quarter.
Hayes punched through his second field goal of the game to
get the Beavers back within 11 early in the fourth quarter. The
Aggies held on from there to take the win.

racked up 454 yards to pace the Beavers to a 38-23 win over
Boise State at the 2013 Sheraton Hawai'i Bowl.

The Beavers took the early lead taking a 31-6 advantage
into halftime. That was due in large part to the Beavers’
defense, which forced two fumbles. Both were returned by
Reynolds, who, in his last collegiate game, collected 10 tack-
les amongst the two fumble returns.

The first fumble return came with OSU up 10-3 in the first
guarter after a touchdown reception by Brandin Cooks and
field goal by Trevor Romaine. Scott Crichton sacked Boise
State quarterback Grant Hedrick, forcing a fumble, which en-
abled Reynolds to pick the ball up at the Broncos’ 3-yard line
and make it to the end zone with ease, upping the Beavers’
lead to 17-3.

Reynolds scored the game’s next touchdown, and in grand
fashion, returning the Boise State fumble 70 yards. With the
Broncos driving, cornerback Larry Scott forced a fumble
from Troy Ware after a short pass. Reynolds picked it up and
had a clear path to the end zone.

That momentum carried over to the Oregon State offense,
which scored its next two - and final - touchdowns on the
ground. The first came on a 9-yard carry from Terron Ward.
It came with 2:46 left in the first half and sent 0SU to the
25-point lead at the break.

A little more than seven minutes into the second half, the
0SU offense picked up where it left off as Storm Woods car-
ried the ball into the end zone from 5 yards out.

Woods stood out offensively for the Beavers, collecting
107 yards on the ground via 16 carries. He paced the Beavers’
ground game, which totaled 195 yards overall.

Storm Woods ran for 118 yards and scored two touch-
downs for Oregon State (S-4).

Ash was 21 of 33 for 241 yards. Ash sputtered until the
fourth quarter, when he went 9 for 11 for 146 yards. Texas
had no choice but to stick with the only backups two redshirt
freshmen who haven’t taken a snap all season.

Oregon State quarterback Cody Vaz was 15 of 28 for 194
yards. The Beavers had negative 4 yards in the fourth quarter
as they were muffled by the Longhorns defense that was led
by Alex Okafor, who finished with 4 1/2 sacks.

The Valero Alamo Bowl marked the Beavers’ 16th bowl
game and 0SU is 10-6 all-time in them - 5-2 under head
coach Mike Riley. The dean of Pac-12 Conference coaches
engineered one of the top turnarounds in the nation in 2012,
with the Beavers improving to a 9-4 mark after finishing the
2011 campaign at 3-9.

The six-winimprovement tied Ohio State and Middle Ten-
nessee for the best win improvements from last season.

Markus Wheaton ended his Oregon State career at the
Alamo Bowl, catching three passes for 37 yards - he left as
the program’s all-time receptions leader with 227 and is
sixth with 1,244 yards.

Another senior playing in his final game for the Beavers,
Jordan Poyer, was tied for third on the team with five tackles,
including a sack.

Oregon State (8-5) scored on 1-yard runs by quarterback
Sean Canfield and Jacquizz Rodgers, and a 31-yard pass to
Damola Adeniji from Ryan Katz. Adeniji led all receivers with
seven receptions for 102 yards.

Canfield completed only four passes in the first half as
the Beavers struggled to sustain drives. He finished 20 for 41
for 173 yards and an interception.

The normally dependahle Rodgers fumbled for the first
time in his college career in the first quarter, on his 621st
touch, and Matt Bauman returned it 34 vyards for the go-
ahead score. Officials used replay to see whether Canfield’s
checkdown toss to Rodgers was a lateral or a forward pass,
and upheld the touchdown.

Oregon State finished with three turnovers, including a
fumble by Rodgers’ brother James.

Winds gusted to 50 mph at Sam Boyd Stadium and
temperatures fell to 30 degrees. The gusts were so strong
that one of Oregon State’s punts traveled untouched only 6
yards.

Reserve tailback Jeremy Francis had 76 yards rushing and Moevao was 21-for-42 for 193
yards passing with two interceptions. The Beavers finished with 273 total yards. The Panthers
finally got a spark early in the fourth quarter when T.J. Porter returned a punt 36 yards to Ore-
gon State’s 42.

But three plays later, the hig return was wasted because Butler, who had four sacks,
stripped Stull and recovered the fumble.

Oregon State led 3-0 after Kahut connected on his field goal with 2:18 remaining before
halftime. He later missed a 37-yard attempt midway through the third period.

The Beavers came up empty on the best touchdown opportunity by either team. Officials
ruled tight end John Reese was out of bounds on an apparent 9-yard TD reception 10 seconds
before the break.

“This is the game it turned out to be,” Riley said. “It didn’t have to be 3-0. we missed some
red-zone opportunities.”

The call was upheld after a replay review, and on the next play, Pitt linebacker Scott McKillop
-- the Big East defensive player of the year -- intercepted Moevao’s pass in the end zone.

The first meeting between the two programs in the sixth

annual Emerald Bowl at AT&T Park proved to be entertaining,
but both teams showed some rustiness after the long layoff
from the regular season. The game was played in misty turn-
ing to rainy conditions as it progressed.

The Beaver defense, which had been fierce in the first
guarter allowing just 16 points all season, was surprised as
the Terrapins hit for two touchdowns. The Terps went 80
yards on the opening drive of the game culminating in Chris
Turner’s 8-yard pass to Isaiah Williams.

Oregon State answered on the following drive that saw
starting quarterback Lyle Moevao being injured and forcing
Sean Canfield, who had been out since Nov. 3 at USC, into the
game. The lefty tied the score with a 14-yard pass to James
Rodgers. Maryland would regain the lead when Turner hit
Darrius Heyward-Bey for 63 yards — that was the last of the
scoring for the ACC bunch.

Canfield worked the team down the field in the last two
minutes of the half before Yvenson Bernard, who would earn
offensive MVP of the game, scored from two yards out to tie
the game at 14-14.

Neither team mounted much offense in the third quarter
until Beaver punt returner Taylor Kavanaugh posted a 26-
yard return to the Terps 36 to set up what proved to be the
winning score. Bernard took a first down handoff and went
29 yards and two plays later approached the goal line only to
fumble, but it was pounced on by Rodgers for the score.

Maryland had just two possessions in the fourth quarter
and when the Beavers took over with 6:24 left in the game, it
was one of the most memorable drives in school history. The

QOregon State wanted nothing to do with overtime.

Yvenson Bernard pushed into the end zone on a gutsy
2-point conversion run after Joe Newton caught a 14-yard
touchdown pass with 22.1 seconds left, and No. 24 Oregon
State beat Missouri 39-38 in the 73rd annual Sun Bowl. The
win was 0SU’s third consecutive bowl victory.

The Beavers trailed by 14 points with 12:08 to go before
rallying for their eighth victory in nine games. Bernard’s
7-yard reception had cut the gap to seven with 6:02 to go.

Tony Temple had 194 yards, four short of the Sun Bowl
record, on 20 carries with two touchdowns and Chase Daniel
threw two touchdown passes for Missouri (8-5).

Senior quarterback Matt Moore threw four touchdown
passes, a Sun Bowl record, and ran for a fifth for Oregon
State. He was 5-for-7 for 55 yards on the winning drive, set
up after Sammie Stroughter’s 38-yard punt return to the Or-
egon State 46.

Bernard’s conversion run came after Missouri called a
timeout to freeze kicker Alexis Serna before the extra paint.
Instead, it gave the Beavers time to persuade coach Mike Ri-
ley to go for two - and the gamble paid off.

Missouri had seven plays of 29 yards or longer, including
Danario Alexander’s 74-yard touchdown catch and Temple’s
65-yard run. Missouri responded after Oregon State scored
on its opening drive of the second half for a 21-17 lead.

Tommie Saunders’ 29-yard TD catch from tight end
Chase Coffman off a lateral gave the lead back to Missouri
and Temple’s 65-yard untouched touchdown run seemingly
put the Tigers in control at 31-21 with 5:58 in the third.

The victory was the latest in a series of nail-biters for
Oregon State, which beat Hawai'i and Oregon by a combined
five points in the last two regular-season games.

Mike Riley made his bowl game debut as a head coach
a successful one, as Oregon State dominated New Mexico,
winning 55-14.

The Beavers’ roster was dotted with student-athletes
from Las Vegas, and the thought of returning home for a bow!
game was exciting, judging from the team’s performance.

The Beavers opened the game with the ball and went
83 vards in nine plays for the first score. Quarterback Derek
Anderson threw a 34-yard strike to tailback Steven Jackson,
one of the Las Vegas hoys, for the first of Jackson’s bowl
game-record-tying five touchdowns. Kirk Yliniemi booted a
21-yard field goal on the next drive, giving OSU a 10-0 lead.
New Mexico had no first downs at this point.

The Lobos used a Brand Ratcliff 40-yard kickoff return
to set up their only score of the first three quarters. Quarter-
back Casey Kelly and Hank Baskett hooked up on a 27-yard
pass to make the game 10-7, but that was about it for the
Lobo offense for the half.

Oregon State ended the opening quarter with a 17-7 lead,
as Anderson hit receiver Mike Hass for 42 yards on the final
play of the opening stanza. The Beaver offense had already
rolled up 204 yards and 10 first downs, while the Beaver de-
fense had allowed just one first down.

The Beavers made it 24-7 midway through the second
quarter on the first of four rushing touchdowns, this one a
three-yard romp. Less than two minutes later, thanks to a
UNM fumble, Jackson went 11 yards to make the score 31-7,
the eventual halftime score.

The first half statistics were staggering. 0SU had 17 first
downs, UNM one. Total yardage was 308-35.

The Beaver defense once again stymied the Lobo of-

The teams traded touchdowns to end the game. Reserve quarterback Adam Rothen-
fluh finished the scoring with a 19-yard pass to Josh Hawkins.

The Beaver defense, led partly by Las Vegas natives Richard Seigler, Jonathan Pollard
and Lawrence Turner, limited the Lobos to 127 yards of offense.

The field goal by Yliniemi was his 15th consecutive successful boot of the
season, which tied the OSU career record.

Pittsburgh added a pair of touchdowns in the fourth quarter when the Beavers gave
the Panthers great field position as a result of failing on a fourth down attempt and a
fumble.

One huge problem for OSU in the game was its inahility to establish the run. Steven
Jackson entered the game as the nation’s No. 4 leading rusher and the Beavers’ season
record holder, but he finished the game with only 34 yards.

Oregon State played its best and most complete football
game of the season in routing No. 10 Notre Dame 41-9 in the
30th annual Tostitos Fiesta Bowl in the Beavers’ first-ever
appearance in a BCS Bowl.

Oregon State totally dominated the Irish from the open-
ing kickoff. The Beavers led only 12-3 at halftime and Notre
Dame was fortunate the margin wasn’t larger as OSU rolled
up 278 yards in the first half, including 246 through the air, to
98 for the Irish.

The Beavers scored on three of their four possessions
in the first half. On the one possession 0SU did not score,
the Beavers drove 83 yards in nine plays, only to be stopped
on fourth down at the Notre Dame 1-yard line. Patrick Mc-
Call was thrown for a 4-yard loss on fourth down as 0SU
was attempting to stretch its 6-0 lead. As it was, the Bea-
vers took only four plays to score on their next possession,
which started at their 10-yard line. After a 14-yard pass to T.J.
Houshmandzadeh and a 2-yard run by Ken Simonton, Jona-
than Smith connected on a 74-yard TD pass to Chad John-
son boosting 0SU’s lead to 12-0.

Notre Dame had generated only eight yards in total of-
fense on six offensive plays in the first quarter, a guarter
dominated by the aggressive Beaver defense.

It took a major mistake by OSU for Notre Dame to avoid
being shut out in the first half. The Beavers had the Irish
pinned on their own 2-yard line facing a third down-and-31
situation. OSU forced an incomplete pass, but the Beavers’
Calvin Carlyle was flagged for alate hit on the play and the 15-
yard personal foul carried an automatic first down. The Irish
took advantage of the break and marched to 0SU’s 12-yard
line before kicking a 29-yard field goal as time expired in the
first half.

Oregon State fans invaded the Islands in mass as the

program made its first bowl appearance since January of
1965. The Beavers had the unenviahle chare of playing the
University of Hawai'i Rainbow Warriors in the 0’ahu Bowl at
UH'’s home field — Aloha Stadium.

Oregon State looked like it was onits way to its first post-
season victory since the 1962 Liberty Bowl, when it took its
first possession 79 yards in 10 plays to score on Ken Simon-
ton’s 1-yard run with 8:23 left in the opening guarter. He
rushed for 30 yards on OSU’s first play from scrimmage and
accounted for 40 yards on the first TD drive.

0SU got a big break late in the first period and didn’t cap-
italize on the opportunity, which might have been one of the
hig plays of the game. 0SU had to punt onits second posses-
sion and UH’s Avion Weaver fumbled after a hit by Terrence
Carroll, who also recovered the ball at the Hawaii 14-yard line.
The Beavers were unahle to move the ball and Ryan Cesca’s
42-yard field goal sailed right, seemingly giving Hawai’i new
confidence.

Hawai’i took advantage of OSU’s only turnover of the
game to get on the scoreboard. Jonathan Smith fumbled a
snap from center at the Beavers’ 24 yard line. The Rainbows
were stopped at the 8-yard line and settled for a 26-yard
field goal by Eric Hannum. Hawai’i tried an onside kick follow-
ing the field goal, but the Beavers recovered for great field
position at the Hawai’i 49.

Once again, Cesca missed on a field goal attempt from
31yards out. The Warriors took over on their own 20 and put
together their only long drive of the game, moving 80 yards

in eight plays to score on a 9-yard pass from Dan Rohinson to Channon Harris, putting
Hawai’i up 10-7. OSU tied the contest on the final play of the first half, a 37-yard field goal

by Cesca, following an interception by Calvin Carlyle.

Despite this visual evidence to the contrary, the Rose

Bowl can be anything but a bed of roses. Oregon State found
that out on January 1,1965, losing to Michigan 34-7. The No.
8-ranked Beavers had gone into the game as 11-point under-
dogs to the No. 4-ranked Wolverines, but 0SU did go into the
game with some optimism.

Early on, Oregon State looked like it might pull off a stun-
ner. After a scoreless first quarter, the Beavers took a 7-0
lead on a Doug McDougal 5-yard pass from Paul Brothers,
but Michigan led 12-7 at halftime and the lead would grow.

Leading up to the game, there was controversy. When
0SU and Oregon rejoined the Athletic Association of West-
ern Universities for the 1964 season, schools didn't have
time to juggle their schedules for a full round-robin slate of
conference games. The Beavers and USC hath finished with
3-1 records in league play, the selection of the Rose Bowl
representative was left up to a vote of the conference’s fac-
ulty athletic representatives; 0SU had an 8-2 overall mark
to USC’s 7-3. The decision didn’t sit well with many in and
around Los Angeles and the Beavers took quite a bit of grief
from the press and public during their visit.

Oregon State head coach Tommy Prothro left the school
shortly after the game to become the head coach at UCLA.

With the temperature 17 degrees at kickoff, only 17,048

fans made their way to the enormous arena on the south side
to see the No. 17-ranked Beavers beat hometown Villanova
6-0. Wrote the late George Pasero of The Oregon Journal:
“The Liberty Bowl was televised, of course, with an estimated
audience of 27 million in saloons and living rooms a lot more
comfortable than the 17,048 human ice cakes who attended.”

Both teams switched from cleats to tennis shoes prior to
the game due to frozen footing.

The only score came on Terry Baker's 99-yard run with
9:54 |eft in the first quarter, and Oregon State spent the rest
of the afternoon holding off the Wildcats. 0SU’s undersized
line was pushed around between the 20-yard lines and Vil-
lanova outgained the Beavers 309-299, but Oregon State
came up with four fumbles and two interceptions.

Baker wasn't all of Oregon State’s offense, but it was
close. He rushed for 137 yards and passed for 123. His per-
formance clinched his Heisman Trophy.

This game produced two important firsts. It was 0SU’s
first-ever trip to the famous New Year’'s Day classic, and it
remains the only Rose Bowl played outside Pasadena, which
has prompted sports historians over the years to prefix the
bowl’s famous name with the word “displaced.”

The reason was due to the blackout of the West Coast
that had followed the attack on Pearl Harbor. The host sta-
dium was Duke University’s home field in Durham, N.C., with
the undefeated Blue Devils picked as 3-1 favorites. Oregon
State’s victory came as a hig surprise to Eastern and South-
ern sportswriters, with Sid Feder of the Associated Press
writing, “Probably never in the quarter century history of
the Tournament of Roses had such a completely overlooked
betting underdog jumped up to beat the big fellows. Oregon
State came East to the wonderment of most of Dixie as to
why the Westerners were going to show up at all.”

Beaver hoss Lon Stiner, at 38 and the youngest head
coach in Rose Bowl history, had prepared his team with a

passing attack that dazzled the North Carolinians. Jack
Gunether of UPI wrote, “The Beavers skipped and slammed and flicked passes with an
ease and finesse which completely baffled the record crowd.”

For Oregon State, the star was Dan Durdan, who passed and ran Oregon State College
to victory. He was awarded Player of the Game honors and later inducted into the Rose
Bow! Hall of Fame. Beaver greats Bob Dethman and George Zelick also added points. Duke
blocking back Tommy Prothro also played magnificently.

In one of the great ironies in the annals of college foothall, Prothro would one day be-
come Oregon State head coach and take the Beavers to not one but two Rose Bowls. The
football practice field at 0SU bears his name. Returning home, the victorious Stiner and
company were feted at a special Rose Bowl Banguet with Oregon Gov. Charles Sprague
one of the principal speakers. In 1985, the entire squad was inducted into the State of
Oregon Sports Hall of Fame. In 1988 they entered the OSU Athletic Hall of Fame. OSU fans
at the time considered the game to be the greatest win in school histary.

The winning score came in the third quarter when Gene Gray scored on a 68-yard
pass from Bob Dethman.

HONOLULU, Hawai’'i — Power generated by the Oregon State College Beavers
overcame the tricky plays and passing attack of Hawaii’s Rainbows and gave the boys
from the Northwest a 39-6 victory in a Pineapple Bowl game that was finished under arc
lights.

The Beaver victory climaxed an island invasion that started with Oregon State de-
feating the Healani town team on Christmas day.

The Beavers rolled up three touchdowns in the first period against Hawai'i, and add-
ed another in the third and two more in the fourth. Hawai'i scored in the second period.
Showers late in the game handicapped Hawaii’s passing attack.

Bob Olson, Morrie Kohler, Ken Dow and George Peters scored a touchdown by
power drives in the first five minutes of play, with Olson passing to Peters for the final six
yards. A few minutes later, Bob Dethman returned a Hawai’i punt 12 yards to the 29-yard
ling, from where Bobh Dethman cracked center for 18 yards and Jim Kisselburgh ambled
11vards through tackle to score.

Vic Kohler intercepted one of Roy Strohlin’s passes in the same period, lateralled
to John Tsoutsouvas who was down on the Oregon State 49. John Hackenbruck made
18 on an end-around. Kohler added five at the line, and then Joe Tomich passed to Hack-
enbruckin the end zone.

Hawai’i drove to Oregon State’s 12-yard line early in the second quarter before
the Beavers held, but Kisselburgh’s kick was short and Hawai'i scored on two plays, with
Strohlin passing from Oregon State’s 47 to Cal Campbell on the 19 and then to Nolle Smith
in the end zone. Oregon State battled down to the Hawai'i 1-yard line where Dow fumbled
as the half ended.
